4°'T-17 fly fra flyvevabnet lavede 2 overflyvninger. I den forste bred 1 fly ud af formationen for at vise, at fly gr tabt.
I anden overflyvning var der igen 4 fly for at vise, at nye mand og nye maskiner slutter op, sa kampen kan fortsette.

The unveiling on 25 May 2013

2 About 250 people attended the unveiling ceremony. There were 27 standards from the Danish Home Guard,
societies of old soldiers in Viborg, and others. Major Peder Korshgj saw to it that the standards were shown with style.
After the welcome by Anders Straarup, 4 T-17s from the Royal Danish Air Force made 2 flypasts. In the first one a
plane broke out of the formation to show that planes are lost. In the second flypast all 4 planes were together again
to show that new men and new planes replace the losses, so the battle can go on.

We heard piper Glen Ross Gillespie and trumpeter Birgit Lyby Damgaard, Prinsens Musikkorps.

There were speeches by Air Force Chaplain Kare Egholm Pedersen, Mayor Seren Pape Poulsen, Viborg Kommune,
Squadron Leader Robert Hylands RAF, representing the UK Chief of Defence Staff on behalf of Her Majesty’s Armed
Forces, Colonel Steen Ulrich, Flyvestation Karup, ROF Poul Vester, HVK Kongenshus and David Geddes. The
wreath from the Home Guard was laid by Lt. Colonel Thomas Bjernbak.

Gregers Laigaard, Gronhgj Kro, invited to a coffee table. In the future he will take care of the memorials to airmen
in Grenhgj.
